
Common Areas 
1) Shoes are not allowed in common areas. Please keep shoes inside your unit. 

(this is done for a safety issue, we don't want people trippinglfalling over other people '.'I shoe!» 
2) Dirt is always a problem. We do clean the common areas once per week. Please help us keep 

your home looking it's best by wiping your feet before you enter, use boot brushes to remove dirt 
and snow from shoes and boots. 

3) Trash cannot be kept, stored, or held temporarily in the common areas. Please don't set your trash 
down on the carpets in the common areas 

4) Laundry room cannot be used as storage accept for laundry items. Such as a basket, soaps, fabric 
softeners etc. No other items can be stored in laundry area. These items will be removed and 
donated to charity. 

5) Use only your own personal laundry supplies. The use ofothers laundry supplies will be 
considered stealing. 

6) Keep personal items in your own garage area. 
7) Keep kids toys put away nicely when not in use. Do not leave them lying around the apartment 

grounds. This includes bikes, tires etc. 
8) Never tamper with the furnace room doors or enter the furnace room unless you have been given 

direct permission from the landlord. 
9) Never tamper with the washers and dryers in the laundry facility area. If the units are 

malfunctioning or out of order. Please place the out of order sign on the unit and call landlord 
and/or manager as soon as possible. 

10) Never tamper with the thermostats in the garage. They are to be set at 65 and no higher! 
Keeping it higher will only result in your rent going up to compensate for the gas bill!! 

11) Back decks are for lawn furniture, plants etc. Grills can only be used on the decks when they are 
away from the building on the outer edge of the deck. You can store your grill against the wall, 
covered, to keep it out of the wind and weather. Your grill can also be stored in the garages. 
Please note: IF GRILLS ARE USED AGAINST THE SIDE OF THE BUILDING, IT WILL 
BE REMOVED AND YOU COULD BE FINED. THIS IS FOR YOUR SAFTY AS WELL 
AS THE SAFTY OF OTHERS. If you use a gas grill, GAS MUST BE TURNED OFF AT 
THE PROPANE BOTTLE AFTER EACH USE! 

12) Excessive candle burning will result in waxy soot covered walls and requires extra cleaning and 
most times repainting. Your deposit will be held if your unit reflects this problem, until the walls 
are put back to their original color. 

13) If you lock yourself out of the unit, there will be a $10.00 fee during regular business hours and 
$25 fee after hours. This covers gas and inconvenience for the property manager! 

A note to remember: Iryou have a complaint against a neighbor, it is always best to try to resolve it 
yourself first with a friendly word and smile before you get the rental coordinator involved. 
Kindness and polite behavior is always a plus!
